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5.  eCourse Functionality – Table of Contents Level

5.1.  Quick visibility
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It is now possible to hide material from readers quickly.  

By clicking the [image: image4.png]©



 icon, it becomes [image: image5.png]

 icon indicates that a user is unable to see this chapter or page.  Clicking the [image: image7.png]


 it returns to being the visible icon of[image: image8.png]©

This allows an author create material and hide it from a user until the author is ready to release it.

5.2 Timed visibility
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Using chapter level functionality, timing can be added to material to allow it to only appear between set times. When a time has been set, a person with Edit Level permission on the Chapter will see one of two icons appear beside the chapter name.
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 indicates that a time limit has been placed on the chapter and is currently visible.  [image: image12.png]


 indicates that there is a time limit on the Chapter but it is not currently visible to users.

6.  eCourse Functionality – Book Level
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6.1.   Footer Line

It is now possible to add a footer line to every page of an eCourse in one quick addition.  Whatever is placed in the Footer Line box appears on every page.  This box also accepts HTML tags.

6.2.  Quick removal of all Display, Dates and Times settings
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This function will reset all pages to visible and remove all timings from all Books, Chapters and Pages.  Asset timing is not reset.

6.3.  Quick add / remove asset from all Pages in a Book

Certain books may require an asset (for instance a company logo) to be made available on all pages.  Common uses of this would be header and footer assets.  The function “Group add Asset to all Page(s)” in eCourse Management > Book Management, allows the editor to select the asset then select the book into which the assets will be inserted.

If an eCourse is created before inserting these assets the sort order of the existing assets on the page will be affected. For this reason an extra option is included “Increase item sort order.”  This will increase the sort order of each asset by 1 on every page.  Sort order can still be manually changed on every page as required.

By selecting an asset and using “Group remove an Asset from all Page(s)” the asset will be removed from all those pages in a book on which it appears.

7.  eCourse Functionality – Chapter Level
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7.1.  Footer Line

It is also now possible to add a footer line to every page in a Chapter of an eCourse in one quick addition.  Whatever is placed in the Footer Line box appears on every page of the Chapter.  This box also accepts HTML tags.

7.2.  Testing Centre Links 
(Support Point Test and Stop Point Test)

One of the more frequently requested features was the ability to make tests a part of the training course.  This function is now available and can be deployed as a Support Point Test or a Stop Point Test. 

A Support Point Test is one that is used to help revision and provides the student with a quick link through to a test in the Testing Centre.  The icon [image: image19.emf]

 will appear in the table of contents as a page.
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A Stop Point Test will prevent a student from proceeding beyond this point in the course until they pass the specified test. The system will automatically release further material when the student has achieved a Pass.  Any given chapter may only have 1 Stop Point or 1 Support Point test.  A Stop Point test takes precedence over a Support Point test.

If the user has not completed a Stop Point test, they will get a message helping to direct them to do the test, in order to be able to continue.
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7.3.  Timed Visibility

It is possible to make a Chapter visible or hidden and set date and time parameters very easily.  The “Clear Dates and Times” function also allows for easy removal of date and time limitations at the Chapter level. 

8.  eCourse Functionality – Page Level
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8.1.  Forward References

Individual pages are often linked to other eCourse pages.  To speed up the addition of references without the need to add a dedicated asset, the forward references function was added.  Putting in 4 set or 3 set eCourse references, separated by commas, allows eCourse to draw in page references. A 3 set reference would refer to an item within the Business Express system - Book, Chapter, Page. A 4 set reference would link to an Book, Chapter, Page in another BE system.

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8.2.  External References

Links to materials external to BE are also useful of course. By putting the links in the External References box which is done as a page edit function. Multiple links are separated by putting [--X--] between the links.  We use this alternative to using commas to separate the URLs as a comma can be part of a legitimate URL.

It is also possible to put in custom titles, by separating the URL and title using [--Y--]  So for example:

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9.  Testing Centre Functionality

9.1.  Keywords – Grading

There are many different types of test.  BE facilitates the naming of tests different for better context delivery. For example one man’s test is another man’s assessment. In order to make the system as flexible as possible we have a list of keywords that it recognises as a ‘Test’ and we have recently added Grading to this list

The complete current list is:

· Assessment

· Assignment

· Examination

· Exercise

· Grading

· Homework

· Project

· Revision

9.2.  Data Export – Fields

Student answers are exportable to, for instance, an HR system.  As part of this data export we have now included scores and results in this data by default. 

9.3.  Demographic Value Interrogation

This function allows a trainer to view a demographic report of test results.  By clicking on a value, a report displaying the students that submitted that answer is displayed.  A further click through is also available to allow the trainer view the entire test submitted by the student.

Main Menu > Testing Centre > Exam Reporting > Exam – Overall Profile > Select your test > When the screen opens, click the keywords of the Answer
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In this example we see the two wrongly submitted answers.
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Then by clicking the blue button to the left of the submission, the original test can be seen in its entirety.

9.4. Student Profiling

As part of our drive to deliver a complete career and development path solution using BE, it is now possible to see all the tests submitted by a student together with their relevant scores.

Main Menu > Testing Centre > Exam Reporting > Exam – Student Profile > Locate the student > The learners history will be displayed, with click through to view the originally submitted test.
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
